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TEACHER TRAINING AND CONTINUING PROFESSIONAL
DEVELOPMENT IN THE CONTEXT OF LIFELONG LEARNING: THE
INNOVATIVE EXPERIENCE OF GERMANY

The tendency towards the introduction of lifelong learning began to spread
throughout the world at the end of the twentieth — at the beginning of the twenty-first
century.
