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At present, when there are radical changes in education, when the content
and methods of teaching are radically revised, it is advisable to return to the history
of methods of teaching foreign languages and the main trends in its development.

Comparison of modern teaching methods plays an important role, as
emerging new techniques appear on their basis and it would be desirable that they
do not have the disadvantages and shortcomings that are inherent in modern
methods.

At the present stage of development of foreign language teaching when
choosing a teaching method must be based on the characteristics of the team in
which it will be used, it is necessary to take into account the personal
characteristics of students, their age, interests, level of training, training period and
technical equipment institution. Students acquire communicative competence in
language learning by the communicative method, which is based on the
reorientation from form to function, from linguistic competence to communicative,
from linguistic correctness to spontaneity and authenticity, i.e. the naturalness of
communication. Among the innovative methods of learning foreign languages
based on the communicative approach, the non-standard method of Callan attracts
attention, the main purpose of which is the formation and improvement of foreign
language communicative skills.[12,p.56]
